one department/270.000 inhabitants 



Cystectomy in Austria 2015 

Single insitutions too small for in depth analyses/publications  
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Number of cystectomies 2015 (n=459)/department (n=32) 

Mean: 13.9/department 

In house mortality: 2.4% (0-20%) 

0%:  n=25 (78%) 

1-5%: n=2 (6%) 

>5%:  n=5 (16%)
